       GENERAL TIPS FOR SUCCESSFUL SHOWING
· Read the schedule carefully – put the correct number of items
· Soft and hard fruits need to be exhibited with their stalks on
· French beans, runner beans, peas and tomatoes need to be harvested with scissors 
with some stalk attached
· For root vegetables, such as carrots, cut off leaves to approximately 3 inches
· A set of evenly sized exhibits can be better than the largest (except where large are 
asked for)
· More unusual herbs are preferred
· Cover all food
· All jams, chutneys and marmalade should be covered with a waxed disc and a new
lid of either cellophane or metal
· Label jam, jelly and chutney with type and date
      If you require more information please refer to The Horticultural Show Handbook (RHS). 

      TIPS FOR PHOTOGRAPHY CLASSES
· Prints should be between A4 and A5 in size and not framed
· Editing of photographs is permitted eg to adjust exposure or contrast, and also cropping to remove any imperfections or unwanted details. Entries should note when and what kind of editing was employed
· The use of AI is prohibited
· All entries should have been taken since the last MUWAGA show in August 2025
· The judges will be looking for originality and technical proficiency but with the emphasis on originality
· Class 040 – Photographs should be taken using a close-up lens and can be abstract in nature

      JUDGING CRITERIA FOR CLASS 089
      Eggs will be judged on 
· their external quality - colour, size, cleanliness, texture and, most importantly, uniformity
             and
· their internal quality - a firm, compact, upstanding albumen with a well-coloured, domed yolk centrally sited in the albumen

       TIPS FOR CHILDREN’S CLASS 119
· Imagine what your dream garden would be like and draw a design, with labels, on paper 
· You could choose a theme such as a seaside garden, a miniature garden or wildlife garden
· Think about what you would like to do in your garden and what you would put into it - perhaps a pond, a treehouse, a barefoot area or a play zone
· Don’t forget to include plants in your design too
